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Directly under the administration of Ministry of Education, Chang'an University is one of the State "211 Project" key development universities. It is the merger
of the former Xi'an Highway University, Xi'an Engineering University and Northwest Institute of Construction Engineering effective on April 18th, 2000. Chang'an
University which has two main campuses and one fieldwork station all of which are located in the historical and cultural city of Xi'an. And it covers an area of over
2980 acres. Over the past 60 years, C.U. has developed into a famous university in China and abroad with its own characteristics. Education at C.U. is mainly
focused on engineering, combined with science, economics, administration and the arts. C.U. is aiming to foster talents for road and transportation, land resources
and environment, and architectural engineering. So far, 160,000 students have graduated from C.U.

Chang'an University has 21 schools (Departments).There are five state—level key disciplines, 26 provincial-level key disciplines, 7 post—doctoral research
stations, 8 doctoral specialties for first level subjects, 48 doctoral specialties for second level subjects, 22 master specialties for first level subjects, 113 master
specialties for second level subjects and 76 undergraduate specialties. We have 7 master degrees authorized to Public administration and Business administration,
etc. and 16 specialties to enroll new students in master of engineering. It is also the basement of state university student cultural training and is a Chinese People's
Armed Police reserve officer selection and training center. Presently, there are more than 30,200 full-time students, including more than 6,000 doctoral students,
postgraduate students, and international students.

Chang'an University now has more than 1,700 full-time teachers, including two members of the Chinese Academy of Engineering, one expert in one-
thousand-talents scheme, three National "Yangtze Scholar" Chair Professors, more than 950 professors and associate professors, 130 doctoral supervisors, 580
master supervisors; 7 experts with outstanding contributions at national provincial levels and above 80 excellent staff who have been selected in the Millions of
Talents project of the new century and numerous kinds of talent plans in ministry of education, ministry of transportation and Shaanxi Province.

Chang'an University has three key laboratories of Ministry of Education; three engineering research centers of Ministry of Education; 11 Key Laboratories of
the Ministry of Transportation, Ministry of Land Resources, Ministry of Housing and Urban—Rural Construction; and the key laboratory and engineering technology
research center of Shaanxi Province. C.U. has the only one auto comprehensive testing yard within universities of China.

C.U. insists on the combination of practicing, producing, teaching and researching. In recent years, Chang'an University has undertaken more than 5,000
research items, including national "973" "863" and the National Natural Science Foundation research projects and other key research projects. C.U, has won nearly
300 rewards, including 10 prizes of national scientific and technological progress during the 11th 5—year plan. C.U. has taken more than 300 teaching and
research projects of national planning subjects. The annual research fund has gone beyond 520 million RMB.

Chang'an University has edited and published 8 kinds of national academic journals such as China Road Journal, Journal of Transportation Engineering,
Journal of Building Science and Engineering, Journal of Earth Science and Environment, Journal of Chang'an University (Natural Science Edition), Journal of
Chang'an University (Social Science Edition), Journal of Building Road Machinery and Construction Mechanization. Two of these are national key journals and are
collected by the Ei database, and four of them are Chinese core journals. China Road Journal and Journal of Transportation Engineering have been selected as
the 100 outstanding academic journals in China.

C.U. began to enroll foreign students in 1956. It has trained more than 2,000 students from over 40 countries, such as U.S, Germany, Japan, Australia,
Vietnam, Tanzania, Yemen, etc. C.U. is also the earliest university to take responsibility for overseas education support and to enroll new students from Hong Kong,
Macao and Taiwan. So far, Chang'an University has set up communication and cooperation with 110 colleges, universities and research institutions from the
United States, UK, Japan, Russia, Korea and other countries and regions. Chang'an University also has hosted a number of international academic conferences,
including an international academic conference on transportation and pavement of China Russia areas in 2010, the fifth international conference on innovative
computation, information and control, an international geo—information forum in Asia and Europe, a senior international conference on university management and
strategy, an international conference on Guan and Nanming theory and civilization in east Asia.

With the long-term education practice of Chang'an University, a cultural style of hardwork, teamwork, pursuit of truth and perfection was formed, and C.U.
has obtained an exemplary reputation in society. In the future as in the past, C.U. will follow its spirit of being broad—minded and noble in morality, diligent and
innovative in learning and will be guided by the concept of scientific development, insisting on cultural and harmonious development to enhance the quality of

teaching and research, to cultivate talent and to create a university with unique character.
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
